Use
with appropriate engineering controls (eg. dust extraction) and safe work practices to avoid dust generation -
inhalation and eye or skin contact. Wood dust is classified as carcinogenic to humans (IARC Group 1), adverse
health effects are usually associated with long term exposure to high dust levels.

Eye Due to product form and nature of use, the potential for exposure is reduced. Product may only present a hazard if
wood is cut or sanded with dust generation, which may result in lacrimation and irritation.

Inhalation Due to product form and nature of use, the potential for exposure is reduced. An inhalation hazard is not
anticipated unless cut, drilled or sanded with dust generation, which may result in irritation of the nose and throat.
Chronic exposure to wood dust may result in result in nasal and paranasal sinus cancers (IARC Group 1).
